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Handling and Storage

Panels should preferably be stored in an enclosed dry
building. Where temporary storage outside cannot be
avoided, then stacks should be covered with waterproof
but vapour permeable sheeting, keeping all panels on
raised bearers to prevent contact with the ground, water
or vegetation. Any protective wrapping should be kept in
place as long as possible prior to conditioning for use.

Panels should be stacked flat on a level surface with all
four edges flush. The ideal base is a close boarded or
slatted pallet. If this is not possible the panels should be
carefully stacked on battens of equal thickness at
centres not exceeding 600 mm.
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Stacking on edge should be avoided whenever possible. Where
space will only permit edge stacking then the edges should not
be permitted to come into direct contact with the floor to avoid
possible moisture pick-up or damage to the edges.

Panels should not be leant against walls but supported by a
braced, purpose made rack using thick (>18 mm) base and back

panels.
